Quick Guide to… Private Accomodation





Safety:





When viewing a property give as little personal information about yourself as possible and ALWAYS try to take someone else with you. Never let a potential landlord meet you anywhere other than at the property and always let someone know where and when you are meeting and what time you expect to finish. 














Where to Stay:


If you would like to be within walking distance of John Anderson campus the best area to stay is in the City Centre. If you don’t mind travelling, then there are plenty of options. Glasgow has a vast public transport network of buses, trains and subway to get you around. The two train stations in the City Centre are Glasgow Central and Glasgow Queen Street (Glasgow Queen Street is the closest to the University). Both have regular trains across the city. The subway has 3 stations in the City Centre; the closest to the University is Buchanan Street. You can check out the location of the various subway stations around the city on www.spt.co.uk/subway. The bus station is Buchanan Bus Station and is only a few minutes walk from John Anderson Campus – there are buses from all over in and out regularly. 





Dennistoun and Townhead are popular areas of the city with Strathclyde University students as they are both within walking distance of campus.





The West End is also a popular area for students of Glasgow’s universities, and has 5 subway stations (Hillhead, Partick, Kelvinhall, Kelvingrove and St George’s Cross). There are also many bus routes through the West End from the City Centre, and there is a train station at Partick. 





Both the City Centre and the West End are popular with students of all ages for their vast array of shopping, eating and drinking places. 





The South Side of the city is becoming more popular with students; it can be slightly cheaper for rent as it is a bit further out – however the transport links, particularly the Subway, means you can be on campus within minutes. The Subway stations on the South Side of the city include Bridge Street, Ibrox, Shields Road, and Cessnock.

How to find accommodation:


The first port of call should be to Residence and Catering within the University (telephone 0141 548 3402), particularly for first year students and international students. However the Halls of Residence quickly fill up so you might have to look  for privately rented accommodation. The Universities of Glasgow, Strathclyde and Caledonian have developed a private accommodation database (PAD) available on � HYPERLINK "http://www.glasgowpad.org" ��http://www.glasgowpad.org� for students looking for private accommodation. The website contains vacancies, as well as a wealth of information about private renting. However, if you are still not sure what you letting yourself in for, or think something is strange about the contract you are being asked to sign, the ASK advisers can give you more assistance. If you don’t have accommodation before arriving in Glasgow a good place to check is the local newspapers – the Evening Times on a Tuesday and the Herald on a Wednesday advertise lots of flats and rooms to let, while The List magazine and AdTrader also advertise. These are however not specifically student lets and are general advertisements for the public.





Local shops and newsagents sometimes let private landlords advertise in the window or on noticeboards, particularly in the West End of the city.
